HARVEST FESTIVAL. CHILDSWICKHAM. 

From The Rev John Newcombe 
 
As we entered 2012 many will have asked what the year ahead will hold? Will it bring joy? Will it 
bring sadness? Probably a mixture of both. But the news headlines don't look promising. Our world 
is still torn by violence, hatred and greed. The economic outlook is still bleak. Many are wondering 
how to make ends meet or if they will still have a job at the end of the year. The cost of living is still 
increasing. We are told that fuel prices and utility bills will continue to rise. Against this background 
we hear of those at the top of banking and some businesses still being paid large bonuses and we 
witness on our television screens protests in America and in our own country - think of the protest 
recently outside. St. Paul's Cathedral. On a radio programme a while ago comparisons were being 
made between the highest paid in large companies and organisations and those who have put their 
entire livelihood into running small businesses now struggling to survive. Inevitably questions of 
value were raised and one commentator, whilst acknowledging we have to make wealth to earn our 
living, went on to ask the question, "How much is a person worth?"  
How would we react, I wonder, if a small child maimed by an explosion in one of the world's con-
flicts was brought into our living room? It would make the plasma TV or latest Hi Fi system seem 
less important. It often takes a shocking event to stop us in our tracks and make us think again, but 
the Christian faith teaches us that we don't need to wait until we have an incurable illness or the car 
crashes or we lose a loved one to rediscover our sense of values. The trouble is the counter-
propaganda in our culture is so persuasive, our appetites so powerful, that our own precious satis-
faction can become all that matters.  
Jesus made it clear what he thought was worthwhile. He put material things in their place, by com-
paring what he called the treasures of earth with the treasures of heaven. The treasures of earth 
don't last, thieves can break in and steal them or they grow rusty and wear out, their worth is super-
ficial. But the treasures of heaven are eternal, no one can take them from us: compassion, faithful-
ness, respect, justice, peace, love and so on.  
But even more Jesus taught the importance of valuing people - especially those on the margins. 
For him it was the cripple, the prostitute, the leper - for in each of them he saw a child of God, dis-
torted and damaged by life. For us this is a profound challenge. How do we treat the unemployed, 
the homeless, the elderly and infirm, the mentally ill? At least we've moved away from the work 
house and child labour. But it would be so easy for society to slip back and forget the hard-won ad-
vances we have made in the valuing of people.  
Before God, the unemployed person is just as valuable to God as the millionaire. So when the 
question is asked, "How much is a person worth?" the answer cannot be found in a bank account or 
a takeover bid, or productivity bonus, but in the heart, where eternal treasures are stored.  
As this is the first magazine of the year, may I take this opportunity of thanking those across the 
parishes who so kindly sent me cards and good wishes over the Christmas season. They were very 
much appreciated. May you all have a peaceful and joyous 2012.     John
