The leaves are almost completely gone
from the trees, and the rest have lost most of their color. The Anglo -Saxons referred to No-
vember as the 'wind month' and the 'blood month’ - probably because this is the month they
killed their animals for food.

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A letter from Rev John Newcombe.

As | write this letter, people all over the country are preparing to put their clocks back one hour and so end
British summertime. Now the nights are drawing in and those dull dark days seem never ending. How mal
wonder, are now looking forward to the end of the year? Traditionally the church has associated the end c
year with the end of life. The Festival of All Saints that we celebrate at the beginning of this month is mear
be a ray of sunshine during these dark days. It is a festival of light.

Who are the saints? The saints of God are not a kind of spiritual aristocracy. We are, as St. Paul tells u
called to be saints'. The term saints as used in the New Testament is always in the plural and it means p
and simply all members of the church. In our later times, the saints have become the recognised holy pec
recognised that is by the church either officially, or unofficially ‘at largg’ popular regard and devotion. It's
good for us to know that there have been, there are, those Christians who either lived lives of remarkable
and virtue towards God and there neighbours, or have suffered under persecution; but let us remembe
wider calling, that wider implication that applies to all of us here and now, in the Church Militant.

Yes, the saints of God form 'a great multitude which no man can number' as St. John tells us. There are
who will never appear on the Church's roll of fame, for their names have not been recorded on earth; bu
Church owes them great gratitude.

The observance of a Festival of All Saints, 'All Saints Day' seems to date from early in the seventh century.
it appears to have been at first in the main, a roll of those who gave their lives as martyrs. With the endir
the persecutions of those times, notable holy men and women began to be added to the Roll of Honour; &
the story of the revival of Christian missions dating from the closing years of the eighteenth century, there |
been many names added to the roll of martyrs.

We may think of Bishop James Hannington, a martyr in Uganda in the mid nineteenth century, and those
young and old who died brutally at the same time; Andrew Kagura and the martyrs of Kenya in 1953; Che
de Foucald, a lone witness to Christ in the desert in 1916; those who died under Nazi persecution, like I
amilian Kolbe and Dietrich Bonhoeffer, Archbishop Luwun of Uganda in 1977; Archbishop Romero in 198
the many Christians who have died and are dying now in parts of Africa and the Middle East. So | could go
but enough has been said to make it clear that Christ has not only had his martyrs in the past, but that f
taken them here and now in our times. We know that the Church has many of the weaknesses and fa
which are all too truly the inheritance of our human condition; but there are examples of spiritual nobil
strength and character amongst us also. There is a splendour in the lives of those devoted to our Lord, anc
is something wonderful in our being joined to this company. We are united with the great and glorious sou
rest in the Lord; weak and untried though we are, we do have fellowship with them in the 'Communior
Saints', as we say in the Creeds. And more than that, we and they look forward to the coming of the King
of God, and to the Life Everlasting John
