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A letter from Rev John Newcombe.
The harvest season is here again. How right and good it is that every year we thank God for his miracle
of seed-time and harvest. More than ever ,ve need to be reminded of his gift of life, in food and in the
abundance which sustains all our lives. It is so easy to forget and to take it all for granted.

Today, in the midst of our abundance, we must not forget the millions of our fellow human beings who
go hungry in this world through no fault of their own but through human error, political manipulation,
bad harvests, through the horrors and brutality of war, or fearful natural disasters.

We may not always feel it, but we are very fortunate to be living in a country such as ours. Perhaps our
remembrance of those in need will help to put what we think are our own important problems - no so
and so in the grocers, only this and that, can't see any special whatever it may be, in the stores - into
better perspective.

We humans are an acquisitive lot, rarely satisfied; and generally speaking, the more we have the more
we want. So harvest is the festival of things we need, and that is not the same as the things we would
like to have. Our Lord Jesus Christ taught us to pray, "give us this day our daily bread". Bread for today
and leave tomorrow for God. Remember in the wilderness how the children of Israel were given
manna? Collect just enough, they \vere told, for this day, one day at a time; take more and the sweet
flakes went rotten and useless.

The point of all this is, not to suggest that we should be prodigal or reckless, but to draw the distinction
between what we really need and the greediness which is truly unhealthy. "Give us this day our daily
bread", if there happens to be some jam to go with it, so much the better; but it is for what we really
need that we are bidden to pray. Let's keep that in mind.

Lastly here is a different outlook. A boy aged sixteen and living in a simple country village several hun-
dred years ago, wrote this piece of verse:

‘Wide fields of graine along a vallie spread

The show'rs of raine mature the swelling vine;

| see the Lorde is multiplying Breade,

| see Him turning water into wine ... "

May,we have that kind of perception in our own time and place, here and now, for God's miracles do
not end with our Harvest Home. Continually he works further miracles in our hearts and minds, tuming
our thoughts towards the needs of others, giving us the inspiration to do all we can to help, leading us
to a wider and more true religious concern with the world of suffering, of despair, of poverty, of sorrow
and lack of hope.
